Maintenance

Clean with mild soap using
sponge or cloth. Be gentle
while cleaning, do not scrub
aggressively the fabric. Once
cleaned please make sure you
remove soap excess.

In case of aggressive stains
clean with diluted household
bleach.

Clean stains promptly. The
longer it remains, more difficult
will be to remove.

Once cleaned the fabric steam
iron the fabric. Just use steam,
be carefull NOT placeing the
iron directly in the fabric it will
get damage.
